
Dear Supplier 1
A new EU regulation on chemicals, REACH, entered into force on 1 June 2007. This new regulation directly affects the products that we purchase from you, and we would appreciate a dialogue with you on these new requirements.

We are obliged to meet the requirements of REACH, and it is our intention to do this in full cooperation with our suppliers and customers.

All chemical substances manufactured in or imported into the EU in quantities of 1 tonne or more per year have to be registered. The data requirements increase with the tonnage of the individual chemical substances. The required registration must be made by a company legally established inside the EU. This means that each of your customers inside the EU will have to present a registration dossier when their import constitutes 1 tonne or more per year. You may, however, choose to appoint an only representative, in which case, your remaining customers no longer have any registration obligations.

In the near future, we expect to return to you to discuss how to organise our future collaboration under the REACH regulation. The main questions will be: 

1. Have you begun considering internally in your company how we may cooperate on meeting the new REACH requirements? Do you have any plans for e.g. appointing an only representative in the EU? 

2. How much data already exist (public or owned by you) for the registration? 
We are aware that REACH is a very complex regulation, and we will be happy to discuss some of the key elements (e.g. data requirements) in more detail with you, e.g. between our technical departments.

The new EU regulation on chemicals, REACH, entered into force on 1 June 2007. This new regulation directly affects the products that we purchase from you, and we would appreciate a dialogue with you on these new requirements.

We are obliged to meet the requirements of REACH, and it is our intention to do this in full cooperation with our suppliers and customers.

All chemical substances manufactured in or imported into the EU in quantities of 1 tonne or more per year have to be registered. The registration will include reference to the supported uses of the substance. A transitional period of 11 years has been set for chemical substances already on the market before REACH. In order to benefit from the transitional period, the substance must, however, be pre-registered within a six-month time-window in the last part of 2008. 

We expect that you will involve us in the further dialogue on REACH, and we are ready to supply the needed information to you, e.g. on how the substances are used in our part of the supply chain. We will, however, wait until the needed IT tools and structure are developed on an European scale before we start to collect these data. 

We are confident that also in the future with REACH, your company will be able to supply the products that we are buying today - but we are aware of the increased demands with REACH. Therefore, we kindly ask you to inform us if, in future, you expect to be unable to supply any of the products that we are buying from you today. On short term, this may be the case if e.g. the products contain chemical substances that are not being pre-registered. On a longer term, we would also like to be informed if the actual registration will not support our or our customers’ uses. We are aware that from your position in the supply chain, you may not be able to give direct answers to these questions but since you are our upstream link, we trust that you will be able to get the answers from your suppliers in good time. 

On an even longer view, we will also have to know if any of the products are changing classification or contain substances that will need authorisation.

All chemical substances manufactured in or imported into the EU in quantities of 1 tonne or more per year have to be registered. In many cases, the registration will include reference to the supported uses of the substance. A transitional period of 11 years has been set for chemical substances already on the market before REACH. In order to benefit from the transitional period, the substance must, however, be pre-registered within in a six-month time-window in the last part of 2008. 

We are obliged to meet the requirements of REACH and it is our intention to do this in full cooperation with our suppliers and customers. During recent years, we have followed REACH closely and have discussed the issue with (many of) our suppliers. Right now, we are mapping our product assortment according to the REACH requirements and opening a more specific dialogue with our suppliers on the REACH preparatory activities. 

We are fully aware that you may be concerned whether the product(s) that you are buying from us today will continue to be available in the future under REACH. With this letter, we would like to assure you that we are and will be doing our utmost to eliminate this uncertainty. Our key focus is to ensure that the substances included in the product are pre-registered either by us or by our suppliers. Eventually, we will follow up on the registration and communicate your uses so that they can be included in the registration by us or by our suppliers. We will, of course, keep you informed on the progress of this work.

As you can understand, this is a complicated communication involving several companies in each of the supply chains for the individual products. Especially, the discussion on uses is presently too immature to give you a concrete feedback on the future product availability. We will, however, involve you in the further collection of e.g. use data once a structured and IT-based way of doing this has been developed on a European scale. We hope that you – by then – will be open for further information exchanges, concerning your uses and other related questions.  

Should you have any questions now, please do not hesitate to contact us. You may already be able to point out some key products, for which you are particularly sensitive to their availability and documentation. In any case, we believe that this is an open discussion, which we will include as a recurring item on our future ordinary contact meetings.

We kindly ask you to confirm receipt of this letter, enclosing details on contact persons for future REACH issues. Please use the enclosed contact form.
